Clubmark – (Clare MacLeod, KKP)

· Clare MacLeod was invited to the AGM to give the group an update on Clubmark and to inform the group about Generic Clubmark and what Northamptonshire are doing.
· KKP have been operating clubmark for a year and re-branded clubmark nine months ago.  They are currently working with 25 NGB’s to ensure that the scheme is delivered to the correct standards.  The FA is not included, but KKP is currently working with them in a different context and trying to get there scheme to be inline with Clubmark.
· Generic Clubmark; CSP’s will be able to accredit clubs in non aligned sports.  The sport needs to have a governing body in order for KKP to recognise them.  If the sport doesn’t have a governing body KKP would still encourage the relevant club to work towards the standards and the CSP can still recognise them.

· Clare asked the group whether they were aware of www.clubmark.org.uk this is updated on a monthly basis by NGB’s. There is approximately 50 – 60 a month, this is not enough and KKP are encouraging more.

· KKP is currently in the process of trying to update the database of clubs who are working towards accreditation.  This can then be used by partners planning training courses, etc.
· 20 CSP’s are currently working towards the same standards as NGB’s. 

· Clubs are being checked by external verification, random questions are being asked linked to the four sections of clubmark to check that criteria are being met and understood.
· Spread of clubmark clubs in the East Midlands were shown. A breakdown of each county can be seen on the website.
· CL asked if there will be an accreditation programme in the future for clubs with adult members. Clare informed the group that this will happen but further down the line. The focus for KKP for the next 12 – 18 months is juniors. The target is 5000 clubs by 2008.
