Welcome Jay Popat Northamptonshire Sport Equity Officer to the group and also Glen Smith Community Sports Development Officer who has come to the meeting to represent Northamptonshire County Council Sports Development.
1. Minutes of the last meeting/AGM – June
· Colin Hull (CH) mentioned about the club directory and that he is not sure if he has a password and that he needs to use it.
· Natalie Smith (NS) explained about the club directory and that it is changing. 

· Donna Morrison (DM) asked CH what he would like to see on the directory.

· CH replied that he would like to know about accredited clubs in his area.

· DM asked how other people would know about the club directory and how it works

· NS explained that that the new club directory and info on clubs could be presented at the Sports Forum. This way it would help people to understand how it works and what it can do.

· DM asked about the generic clubmark that is being developed through Northamptonshire Sport. 

· NS explained that Generic Clubmark would be for clubs from sports that do not have their own accreditation schemes and would allow Northamptonshire Sport to sign off clubs that are meeting Sport England’s generic criteria. 

AGM 
· DM asked if it was a proper AGM as it looked like it was a presentation.
· Martine Swords (MS) explained the reason why it was delivered in that way was because when the AGM was first planned it was going to be linked into the Sporting Volunteers Launch on 28th June. As the launch has been postponed it was difficult to get a date when the majority of people could attend. It seemed that the best date was going to be the Sports Forum. Therefore it was decided that a presentation would be given to let the forum know the work that the Club/Coach Group had been involved in over the past year.

Constitution 
· Who will replace DM? Donna finishes her role with Sports Coach UK on 8th September. We need to have a replacement by the next meeting. 

· Colin Hull’s group has a lot of facilities contacts in, are we having a facilities representative on this group?

· CH says that a lot of facilities contacts have been missed off the group.

· DM informs the group that Sports Coach UK can no longer be abbreviated to scUK. 

· The Disability Sports Group needs to be changed to the Equity Group, which will be Jay’s responsibility as the new Equity Officer. 

· NS informed the group that Pete Lindsay will be the new representative for the Community Sports Group in his new role as Community Sports Officer for Northamptonshire County Council. 

· Officers are responsible for updating their own contact lists. The lists from each officer need to be sent to the Chair of the group prior to each meeting. It is the responsibility of the chair to have the updated lists at each meeting.
· Officers are responsible for communicating back to their group members. They need to send out Agenda’s and ask for additional items and also send out the minutes to their groups as well as any other info.

· If was discussed by the group that group members need to provide an introduction to their wider groups, stating the aims and objectives of the Club/Coach Group and how communication will work.

· MS explained to the group that she had already done this with her group via email as there are a lot of new members on her contact group.

· Education List needs to be updated to include all the SSCO contacts and private school contacts. 

· Contacts for the Equity Group need to be passed on from Marie Yates – JP to follow this up

· Officers of the group need to update contact lists and send them to NS prior to each meeting

· MS to forward introductory email to the rest of the group.

2. Challenging Behavior Workshop 
· Jackie Brown (JB) met with Laura Sharman, who is a challenging behavior specialist within Education. The workshop is now in line with what is being delivered in education currently. 

· NS presented Jackie Brown’s Course Tutor Information for the workshop in her absence. 

· DM asked when this workshop was planned to start as the NSport Tutor Training Module is not in place yet and this is on the essential criteria. 

· DM asked about NGB’s and Sports Coach UK tutor training and if this would be relevant. 

· The group also discussed if having experience of small groups and workshops should be part of the essential criteria. 
· The title of the workshop was discussed. Not really sure about the title being Coaching in the Community, can it be Challenging Behavior Workshop as this fits into what it is trying to achieve. 

· Jane Caulton suggests that the title is a key part of people deciding what workshop they are going to do and Challenging Behavior Workshop says more about what it is and who it is for.

· It was proposed that NSport administer the workshop when it is up and running as it currently co-ordinates the county training programme.  The group agreed that this was a sensible decision.  

3. Club Development Day
· What themes? What time of year? Thoughts from the group?
· JC says that we need to get more clubs involved with the Day and also with the Conference.

· DM suggests a Training Needs Analysis with the clubs. What do they want and what do they need? Do we know this?

· Club Roadshows are aimed at Clubs. The Roadshows attract new clubs. 

· The Club Development Day is aimed at people who support clubs.

· The group discussed the process of club Roadshows, the conference and where the Club Development Day fits in.

· It was decided that the Club Development Day is targeting professionals and should come before the club Roadshows and club Roadshows should come before the conference.  NS to look at moving the South Northants & Kettering Roadshows to later in the year.
· CH suggests that possibly the Club Development Day should be called Professional Knowledge Update?

· The group discussed dates for the Day and a possible month could be November. Things will be discussed in further detail at the next meeting.
· Possible agenda items to include: Clubmark accreditation benefits package, Sporting Volunteers, Coach Managers Training, UKCC Update.

· NS to decide on a date; book a venue and put a draft agenda together for the next meeting.

4. NSport Website
· The Club and Volunteer pages of the NSport website were discussed.
· MS explained to the group how the new volunteer pages were going to work.
· NS explained to the group what was on the new club pages.
· MS asked the group what was missing from the pages and how the club and volunteer pages need to be linked.
· The group decided that Information on Sporting Volunteers needs to be added, ideally coming from the Sporting Volunteers home page.
· Volunteers case studies from each district to be added. This will provide information for new volunteers.
· HE/FE college links need to be added, this will be on the Useful Contacts pages
· Training opportunities for volunteers and clubs. This needs to be on the club pages but with a link to volunteer opportunities pages.
· Walking the way to health and IFI sites needs to be linked to training opportunities. 
· The club pages need to have links to Award Schemes and NGB award schemes and also the Northamptonshire Sports Awards.
· Rewards for Northamptonshire Coaches needs to be added onto the club pages.
· There needs to be a link from the club pages to the volunteer pages and vice versa. The link to the volunteer home page needs to be on the clubmark accreditation pages.
