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INTRODUCTION

Clubmark

The introduction of Sport England Clubmark, safe, effective and child friendly has encouraged sports clubs to adopt the core criteria as its own to enable clubs to work towards a nationally recognised accreditation. This ensures that each National Governing Body of sports standards are consistent with other NGB’s and that sports clubs can gain the best possible recognition in their local communities.

The Process

Any sports club can request a Clubmark assessment folder from their NGB, if your own NGB does not have a Clubmark assessment procedure then contact Northamptonshire Sport for advice and assistance. Once you have received a club accreditation pack from your NGB or Northamptonshire Sport, there are four steps you should follow.
Step 1

Review

Read through the pack and review the criteria and evidence necessary to achieve Clubmark.
Step 2

Register

Register your intention to apply for Clubmark status by NGB development officer or Northamptonshrie Sport. Executive Committee. Your development officer contact should be able to offer guidance and support on the accreditation process and the actions you will need to fulfil to meet the criteria.  Some clubs may be in a position to be assessed immediately, whilst others may require more time and support.  

Step 3

Build Your Assessment File

Use the resource pack criteria check list and the templates you can receive from your NGB or Northamptonshire Sport (www.northamptonshiresport.org) to help towards completing your evidence file.  Templates are provided in both paper and electronic formats for you to adjust to suit the needs of your club.  Place all your evidence in the folder provided.  During this time your NGB or Northamptonshire Sport will recognise you as ‘working towards’ Clubmark accreditation.

Step 4

Accreditation

When you have completed the assessment file it will be ratified by your NGB or Northamptonshire Sport.  A completed, verified file will show that your club has in place the necessary structure and resources to provide a safe, effective and child friendly club.  You will receive a certificate to confirm accreditation and may purchase a wall plaque for displaying at the Club. The

Parents of children who are members of Clubmark clubs can rest assured that their children are in a club committed to providing a safe, effective and child friendly environment. Clubs will gain the security and knowledge that they have done everything that can be reasonably expected of them in order to minimise the possibility of having an accident or incident at their club. Clubs with Clubmark status are more likely to be looked upon favourably when making applications for different types of funding.
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
