	Communications Working Group 
NS handed out draft text for the Children and Young People Cards. The group were asked to comment on the draft version. Changes suggested were mainly mini punctuation / typo’s. QA suggested statement about Club Accreditation should be included. 

A two week consultation period was agreed which is to be followed by a 2 week consultation period with young people. Initial 2 weeks consultation should include; PDM’s, Extended Schools, Facility Managers, NGB’s.

First full mock up, including design to be circulated to group in January.

It was agreed that a credit card type design would be best but this would be to be durable. The group also agreed the use of a poster to promote the cards rather than providing one card per young person.

KN stated that the LSCB could financially support the production of the card

	Policy & Procedures Working Group
CL met with Nick Slinn (Child Protection in Sport Unit) earlier in the week and has made several changes to the policy following his advice.

The group looked through the policy again and discussions were held on various sections of the policy. CL stated that she has tried to link the policy with LSCB policy and NSPCC guidance. 
CL handed out NCPCC briefing note entitled ‘Guiding Principals to Record Retention Periods’ for information

It was agreed that the policy should be e-mailed to wider partners for consultation – closing date for comments 23 Nov to enable amendments to be made in time for submission to stakeholders board in Dec

	Training Working Group
CL has met with Nick Slinn (CPSU) and members of the LSCB training pool about the roll out of sport specific Child Protection training across Northamptonshire. The group was asked to decide if NSPPC or LSCB training should be delivered, local trainers were reluctant to deliver national training.

The group agreed to ensure sustainability and links into LSCB training, LSCB trainers should be used to pilot 2 training opportunities. 

It was agreed that designated person training will be piloted by the Safeguarding Through Sport Group on 6 March 2008. Awareness training to be piloted with Leisure Centre Staff in Northampton in Feb / March 2008.

The success and content of these training opportunities will be discussed prior to the training being made available to clubs / volunteers / paid staff.

NB: This training is to be provided to cater for organisations that can’t not access NGB specific training. Where possible clubs should be advised to attend NGB specific courses.
Actions

· Agree a date to pilot awareness training with leisure centre staff

· Contact trainers to check availability of dates

· Work with trainers to adapt LSCB training so it is specific to sport
